School  
 
WHAT DOES THE SCHOOL WISH TO ACHIEVE FROM 
IMPLEMENTING A SCHOOL TRAVEL PLAN? 
 
Holy Trinity is a Christian school with a strong belief in the precious and unique 
nature of our world and each individual person. We believe that God made us 
custodians of the world and that it is therefore our responsibility to do what we can to 
care for it and to teach our children how to do this and therefore become good 
“stewards” i.e. leaving the world in good condition for the future generations. This 
means taking action on reducing carbon emissions now. It involves all areas of 
sustainability and also maintaining our health.  Implementing the travel plan is a key 
part of achieving this vision. Please see Appendix A for examples of pupils work and 
the schools vision of sustainability. 
 
WHAT IS THE SCHOOL’S CURRENT LEVEL OF 
INVOLVEMENT IN BECOMING A SUSTAINABLE SCHOOL? 
 
What Policies and Activities are already happening in Your 
School? 
 

·  Healthy School Intermediate level achieved in 2008.  
·  Safety Education Team (at LBRuT) –John Everitt, the local safety education 

officer has visited the school in the autumn of 2009 and spring 2010 to talk to 
the children and instruct them in safe walking to school (11.9.09 and 8.1.10). 
It is planned that he will return in the summer term to meet with the 
Foundation Stage children and also to run an information session for parents. 

·  We have the Green Cross Code displayed around the school, including in 
classrooms, providing an ongoing high profile for safe walking to school.  
These are displayed by the Junior Safety Officers, as shown in Appendix B. 

·  Holy Trinity is the only Richmond primary school to sponsor the Richmond 
and Hounslow Road Safety campaign poster. We have done this for the last 
five years. It shows a significant ethical and financial commitment to safe 
walking to school. (Appendix C) 

·  Through local partnership working the school works well with the local police. 
Earlier this year the head teacher met with the Local Liaison Police Officer 
(James Cairns), and arranged for him to come into school on the 8.3.10 to 
meet with Years 4, 5 and 6 to discuss issues of local safety and transition to 
secondary school talks. It is hoped that this will be an ongoing partnership.  

·  School Sports Co-ordinator (at LBRuT) – current increased involvement. Our 
PE co-ordinator has met twice, each time for a day at Holy Trinity with our 
School Sports Co-ordinator this academic year. 

·  The school has achieved the Active Mark accreditation. 
·  The new building work on the school (commenced 15.2.10) will make Holy 

Trinity the first school in Richmond to achieve BREEAM Excellence. The 
plans mean more cycle storage space and less car parking provision. 

·  We work in partnership with our local Cycle Shop in East Sheen who has 
donated prizes to our PTA raffles and silent auction. 
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·  The school achieved the bronze level for Eco School award in 2009. This 
year we are working towards achieving the silver level. The children are 
involved in a whole range of activities such as composting, recycling of 
clothing, cardboard, paper and mobile phones.  

 

 
 

·  All our pupils in Year 2 are undergoing training in their PE lessons for “Jump 
Rope for Heart”. This is an initiative by the British Heart Foundation to 
encourage exercise and fitness awareness in primary aged children. 

·  PTA/Governors are committed to the areas of sustainability and walking to 
school. We have a designated governor for this area, Mr Brian Irvine. 

·  This academic year the school is registered with the “Change for Life” 
campaign and has sent out all the information to parents. The school displays 
the “Change for Life” posters. 

   
 

·  On the school website the school states its commitment to walking to school 
and also provides information on how to reach the school via public transport. 

 
Road safety and sustainable travel have been incorporated into the curriculum 
through termly presentations to the whole school by John Everitt on road safety and 
also through Year 3 having the “Pedestrian Training” each year.  
 
The Quantum Theatre Group will be visiting the school in Spring 2010 to perform to 
the children re the benefits of walking to school and sustainable travel. 
 
We always use the School Travel Party Scheme for booking public transport for 
school trips. 
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Walking Initiatives 
1. Walk to School – we encourage parents to walk their children to school 

through the use of our website and also in our Parents’ Handbook. Please 
access the website at www.holytrinity.richmond.org.uk 

2. We have a buggy park outside the nursery that is always in high use. 
3. In the summer one of our parents is organising a bike or walk around 

Richmond Park to encourage healthy outdoor activity. Each year we have a 
sponsored bounce on a bouncy castle.  

4. The benefits of Walking to School have been integrated through the PSHE 
curriculum in our topic of “What do we do to keep healthy?” See Appendix A. 

5. The head now walks to school on a daily basis and has completely given up 
her car due to pressure by the pupils.  This has been reflected upon in our 
most recent Ofsted report (due to be published after Easter) 

 
Cycling Initiatives 
Most information is included in previous STP and updates will also be recorded in the 
previous Action Plan below. 

1. We use the cycles for teacher initiative. One teacher cycles whatever the 
weather, whereas two other members of staff cycle during the summer 
months. Picture: Staff Cycle outside Nursery Department 

 
2. We have received two raffle prizes of bike services from the Bike Shop in 

East Sheen. 
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3. We have displayed in the school’s foyer the Cycle Map to encourage 

members of our community to cycle, as shown in Appendix D - we are 
pleased that a member of the school community has taken this for their 
personal use. Staff and visitors being encouraged to cycle to school through 
information on the school’s website and also through promotional material 
such as “Cycling to work” by Rory McMullan and the borough’s Cycle Training 
posters. 

 
 

4. As mentioned above one of our parents is organising a bike or walk around 
Richmond Park to encourage healthy outdoor activity. 

5. We provide cyclist training for our Year 5 and 6 pupils on an annual basis. 
6. In February 2010 Year 2 did a cycling project as part of their keeping healthy 

topic, please see examples of pupils work in Appendix A. 
7. A member of the Schools PTA is cycling from Lands Ends to John O’Groats 

as part of Cycle Across Britain challenge.  He will be visiting the school during 
May to explain the ride and his bike to the pupils.  His journey will be followed 
by the pupils via his blog. 
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Car Share 
We encourage vehicle sharing where possible. The deputy head always travels to 
the deputies’ conference with at least one other deputy to save fuel. This year the 
head teacher took 3 other head teachers to the head teachers’ conference to save on 
fuel. The head teacher always takes at least one other head teacher to the Quindrat 
meetings for the same reason. 
Two members of staff operate a car share scheme to and from school each day. 
 
Public Transport 

1. Promotion of Under 16 Zip card (oyster card), this is done through using the 
Upgrade resources with the pupils, and through poster displays.

The action plan is then discussed with 
the parent governor responsible for sustainability and travel who feeds back to the 
main governors meeting.

HOW HAS OUR STP HELPED US? 
 

Funding 
 
On completion of our first STP in 2007 we received a Capital Grant of £4,943.81.  
Please see our 08/09 STP for details on how this was spent. 
 
The school has just embarked on a £7m expansion project. This will mean that the 
school will become the first BREEAM excellent school in Richmond. This scheme 
includes increased use of sustainable technology and increased cycle and scooter 
parking. It also involves having fewer car parking spaces per member of staff. As we 
have known that the site would be in a state of building from Feb 2010 it has not 
been appropriate to apply for additional funding at this stage.

As mentioned above 57% of staff travel by sustainable modes, and most notably there has been a 20% reduction in car use, and 
although a reduction is shown in bicycle use, the walking has increased considerably.
